Catskills Grid 420 Hiking Challenge Award Program
In order to qualify for the Catskills Grid 420 award, hikers must hike each of 35 Catskills High Peaks in each of the twelve calendar months.  Hikers need to maintain accurate records of the dates of each qualifying hike by filling in the log,  which can be downloaded from the CMC website.  When all required hikes have been completed, the applicant can submit this application and the hike log to the CMC for verification.  Recording relies strictly on an honor system.  When the CMC determines that the log is complete and the application certifying the accuracy of the log is signed, the qualifying applicant will be awarded an embroidered patch designed to honor this significant hiking achievement.  A certificate of achievement will be awarded at the next CMC annual dinner. Following the dinner, if the qualifier could not attend the dinner the certificate will be delivered via mail.
